As we do offer a discount for being the volunteer we follow some basic
guidelines.

Volunteers are asked to:

e Help with all the children and not only their own child.

e Help the children, not do the project for them!

e Arrive 5 minutes before the start of class to learn any new techniques that
will be learned that day and help with the set up.

e Stay 5 to10 minutes after the class ends to help with clean up and ensure
children get to where they need to be (like daycare).
